






	Mr. William Harvey was born April 1, 1578. In 1602 Harvey graduated the university of Padua with a Doctor of medicine. Then he attended the University of Cambridge to obtain another Doctor of medicine degree that same year.  In 1604 he joined the College of physicians. Mr. Harvey worked at St. Bartholomew’s Hospital and worked his way up to the lead physician level. Harvey took place in the Lumleian Lectures. William was also James 1’s physician. He then wrote the book entitled “On the Motion of the Heart and Blood” which was a cutting edge book about the circulation of blood. This was the most mature and correct book of its time. Harvey died on June 3, 1657. 
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
